
To register a new player to Arden Park Soccer Club including any former 
players who did not register Fall 2007 with Arden Park, the parent/guardian must 
bring to the registration table the following documents: 

1. To establish your child’s age which will be retained by the Club: 
a. A copy of your child’s certified birth certificate issued by a 

governmental agency such as the Clerk of the County/Parish in 
which your child was born, or 

b. A copy of your child’s passport, or 
c. A copy of your child’s green card or  
d. A copy your child’s’ military identification for a dependent or 
e. A copy of your child’s drivers license 
 

 
 

 
2. A 1-inch by 1-inch picture of the player (frontal shot without hats and 

sunglasses) for the player pass with name written on back (no Polaroid 
photos)  

3. Completed Player Registration Form in duplicate with one form signed in 
blue ink 

4. A completed Volunteer Form 
5. A completed Parent Ethics Form 
6. If you are requesting for your child to play in a team that is in an older age 

group, you must submit a completed Player Up form. 
7. Completed uniform order form as Arden Park is switching uniforms and all 

players must get new uniforms (included in the price of registration) 
8. Cash or check for the registration fees (Checks made out to Arden Park 

Soccer, you can write one check for all players in your family) 
9. Any player who is age 18 must sign the player application themselves.    
  
Please note that all items are required to complete the registration process. All forms are 
available on www.apsoccer.org if you would like to expedite the registration process by 
filling them out at home.  If you do not have these items in your possession, you will not 
be able to register your child.  Such documentation is required by California Youth Soccer 
Association (CYSA) in order to register a player.  Arden Park Soccer Club is a member of 
the RCYSL, which is affiliated with CYSA. 

 

A baptismal certificate or a certificate of birth issued by a hospital is not 
acceptable; you will not be able to register your child with such documents.
